Tickets cost is $20 each for each 15 week drawing.  You purchase a numbered ticket and your 
number is entered into the drawing.  Paid numbers are drawn on Monday nights and the 
winners are posted behind the register in the Grill Room. The winner envelopes can be picked 
at the bar.  
 

The first 14 weeks win as follows:      1st=$30       2nd=$20       3rd=$15       4th=$10 
 

The 15 week is our final drawing with 15 chances to win:  
1-$500            1-$250             3-$100             2-$75             2-$50             6- $20 
Included are a dinner and dance with beverages, chips and pretzels. 
We also have 13 jars and spin the wheel as chances to win. 
 

A $20 ticket entitles you to a total of 71 chances to win, Dinner, Dance and the pride of 
supporting such a worthy program.  
 

Tickets can be purchased at the bar or ask Vickie Plank anytime throughout the drawing 
including at the door the final 15th week.  Ticket must be paid to date to be eligible for weekly 
drawing.  Meaning, if you purchase your ticket for example the 7th week, you would only be 
eligible to win the remaining weeks. 
 

The proceeds after expenses are taken to The Spring Convention in May and given to the Elks 
PA State Secretary.
